Excerpts From The
Catechism of the Catholic Church

Does the breaking of the bread divide Christ?

The breaking of the bread does not divide Christ. He is present whole and entire in each of the Eucharistic

species and in each of their parts.

How long does the presence of Christ last in the Eucharist?

The presence of Christ continues in the Eucharist as long as the eucharist species subsists.

What is required to receive Holy Communion?

To receive Holy Communion one must be fully incorporated intfo the Catholic Church and be in the state of
grace, that is, not conscious of being in mortal sin. Anyone who is conscious of having committed a grave sin
must first receive the sacrament of Reconciliation before going to Communion. Also important for
those receiving Holy Communion are a spirit of recollection and prayer, observance of the fast prescribed by
the Church, and an appropriate disposition of the body (gestures and dress) as a sign of respect for Christ.
