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From the Pastorõs Desk         

                  

This weekend, our second reading is from the 

Epistle (letter) of St. James.  Itõs a beautiful and 

direct lesson about the dangers of selfishness 

and  conflicts.   òWhere  jealousy  and  selfish 

ambition exist, there is disorder and every foul 

practice.ó  Wow! Thatõs a powerful line, but truly 

the following line is even more powerful. òBut the 

wisdom from above is first of all pure, then 

peaceable, gentle, compliant, full of mercy and 

good fruits, without inconstancy or insincerity.ó  

This reading offers us the opportunity to make a 

little examination of conscience.   
 

We  always  do  an  examination  of  conscience   

before   we   approach   the   Sacrament   of  

Penance in order to discover our sins and failings 

before Almighty God.  But we ought to do a little 

examination of conscience every day when we 

lay down our dayõs work and give thanks to God 

for another day  in  His  beautiful  creation.   This  

reading says to me  that  perhaps  we  should  

look  around  ourselves.  What surrounds my 

lifeédo I seem to be surrounded  by  òdisorder  

and  every  foul  practiceó as St. James says, or 

am I surrounded  by  òmercy  and  good  fruits?ó  

I suspect  that  most  of  us  find  a  mixture  of 

both disorder and mercy, as well as foul practice  

and good fruits.  The question becomes, òwhich 

do I contribute to?ó 
 

The  more  merciful  we  are  the  more  mercy  

will  surround  us.  The  more  good  fruits  we  can 

produce, the more good fruits will come to us.  

Conversely,  the  more  selfish  we  are  the  more 

selfishness will surround us, the more disorderly we 

are, the more disorder will surround us.  So often 

we bemoan the fact that our lives are not what 

we wished theyõd be, but we can effect a lot 

more  than we  realize  by  focusing  on  Godõs 

goodness and His blessings and trying to project a 

disposition of gratitude, mercy and selfless giving.  
 

This is the òwisdom from aboveó St. James speaks 

of.  Letõs ask our Lord to grant us this wisdom from 

above and at the same time begin to practice, 

or challenge ourselves to practice more, those 

virtues that we would like others to demonstrate 

toward ourselves.  I think we might be surprised at 

how much goodness comes back to us when we 

really strive to project the goodness of God to 

others.

What is a virtue?  
 

A virtue is a habitual and firm disposition to do the good.  òThe goal of a virtuous life is to become like 

Godó (Saint Gregory of Nyssa).  There are human virtues and theological virtues.  
 
 

What are vices? 
 

Vices are the opposite of virtues.  They are perverse habits which darken the conscience and incline 

one to evil.  The vices can be linked to the seven so -called capital sins which are:  pride, avarice, envy, 

anger, lust, gluttony, and sloth or acedia.

Have you ever wished that you would be the best 

baseball player or best student in the class and every-

one would think that you were the best? We all want 

to be recognized for what we do; unfortunately that is 

often not the case. Sometimes, we believe in our own 

mind that we are better than someone else.  
 

It is somewhat comforting to read today that Jesusõ 

twelve closest friends and disciples were not above 

squabbling over who was the greatest of them all.  In 

a reassuring and challenging response Jesus did not 

criticize them for their pride, or self -delusion. Instead, 

he looked deep into their hearts and responded to 

what he saw; their idealism, their desire to do well, 

and their wish to be his faithful followers. Jesus simply 

ignored the immature way it showed itself.  
 

òJesus shows us the way to Christian greatness as he 

did his disciples. Jesus sat down, called the Twelve, 

and said to them, if anyone wishes to be first, he shall 

be the last of all and the servant of all. Taking a child, 

he placed it in their midst, putting his arms around it, 

he said to them, whoever receives one child such as 

this in my name receives me; and whoever receives 

me, receives not me but the one who sent me.ó 
 

You see, you donõt need a golden halo, or the skills to 

explain profound theological insights, or a wardrobe 

full  of  sackcloth  and  ashes.  All  you  need  is  to  

welcome a person, truly and deeply, and all of his or 

her  messy  humanity,  as  Jesus  truly  and  deeply 

welcomes us.
