3:00 pm in church basement  
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Today we celebrate the great Feast of Pentecost.  

Pentecost is the grand finale of Easter.  We have 

celebrated for seven weeks the glorious resurrection 

of  Christ  over  sin  and  death.   Just  last week  we 

recalled how in a wondrous way He ascended to 

heaven to sit at the right hand of the Father, now we 

recall  how  He  sent  the  Holy  Spirit  upon His 

Church to continue the work that He Himself began.  

Traditionally  Pentecost  has  been  called  òthe  

birthday of the Churchó because now our missionary 

work has begun.  We have received the mandate 

from Our Lord to go and teach all nations; with the 

coming of the Holy Spirit we have the strength we 

need to do it.  
 

The Holy Spirit dwells within each one of us as 

adopted members of Christõs mystical body; indeed 

we first received His presence at our baptism.  He is 

the soul of our soul, and He is also the soul of the 

Church, which we call the Body of Christ.  Dr. Pius 

Parsch, a priest and liturgical scholar from the first 

half of the 20 th century wrote in his work, The 

Churchõs Year of Grace: 
 

òThe Holy Ghost is the soul of the Church.  The 

Church is Christõs mystical Body.  In a living 

body there must be a soul; and the soul of the 

Church is the Holy Ghost.  If only we would 

grasp this truth in all its implications!  What 

does the soul do to your body?  It gives life.  

As soon as the soul leaves the body, the body 

is dead, utterly incapable of feeling, thinking, 

acting in any way; in short, without a soul the 

body disintegrates.  Now the Holy Ghost is the 

soul  of  that  Body,  the Church.  He is the 

principle of life for the Church as a single 

body and for every Christian as an individual 

cell.  It is He who gives and preserves divine 

life in our souls; only through Him can we pray, 

only through Him can we act virtuously.ó 

The  Blessed  Mother  has  always  had  a  special 

relationship to the Holy Spirit.  Often she is referred 

to as the spouse of the Holy Spirit since it was 

through  the  power  of  the  Holy  Spirit that she 

conceived  Our  Dear  Lord.   If  we  have a robust 

devotion to the Blessed Mother we shall surely 

never lose the presence of the Holy Spirit from our 

souls.  With devotion to the Blessed Mother and the 

presence of the Holy Spirit in our souls Christ is sure 

to be manifest within each of us and made known 

in our actions as well.  
 

In two weeks we will celebrate another great Feast, 

that of Corpus Christi.  We will have a Corpus Christi 

procession following the 10:30 AM Mass .  We will 

process to an altar on the rectory porch, celebrate 

benediction, and then return to the Church for a 

final  benediction.   I  would  like  to  invite  all  of 
the altar servers of the parish to participate in the 

Mass and procession.    Corpus  Christi  is  a  great 

reminder that what we do at the altar of the Lord is 

to accompany us in our lives in the world.  Let us 

revere this great Sacrament, the very presence of 

Jesus Christ in our midst and proclaim our love of 

Him to the world.  
 

A final note, the parish is in the process of taking 

bids for a new roof.  A generous benefactor (who 

would like to remain anonymous) has made this 

need a possibility.  In your charity please say a 

prayer for this personõs benefit.
